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INTRODUCTION 

The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is a four year capital improvement program drawn 
from the 2035 Transportation Plan.  The TIP outlines the roadway, airport and transit projects 
planned for the MATS Study Area during state fiscal years 2011 through 2014. The state fiscal year 
begins July 1 and ends June 30.  Therefore, the state fiscal year for 2011 begins July 1, 2010 and 
ends June 30, 2011.   
 
The TIP is the result of comprehensive transportation planning at the local level, combined with 
cooperation and assistance from state and federal officials.  The TIP is updated each year and may 
be amended during the year if the amendments are consistent with the adopted Transportation Plan.  
Development of the Plan and TIP are guided by the FHWA/FTA Metropolitan Planning Regulations, 
23 CFR Part 450.   These regulations require the FY 11-14 TIP to demonstrate financial constraint.  
The Financial Plan section of the TIP addresses this requirement by depicting both project costs and 
anticipated available funding, grouped by federal funding codes. 
 
The Clean Air Act requires the United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) to 
designate areas throughout the country as attainment or nonattainment of an air quality standard. On 
April 15, 2004 and December 17, 2004 respectively, the USEPA designated Bibb County and part of 
Monroe County in nonattainment for the 8-hour Ozone Standard and the Annual PM 2.5 Standard.  
On May 18, 2006, the Federal Highway Administration and Federal Transit Administration, in 
coordination with the Environmental Protection Agency, issued a formal finding that the  
Transportation Plan and  TIP conform to the transportation conformity requirements of the Clean Air 
Act as set forth in Title 40 CFR Part 93. 
 
As part of the ongoing metropolitan transportation planning process, the MATS MPO has developed 
the FY 11-14 Transportation Improvement Program. (See Appendix for Certification of the Macon 
Area Transportation Study.)  Development of the FY 11-14 TIP has followed both the FHWA/FTA 
Metropolitan Planning Regulations (23 CFR Part 450) and the Transportation Conformity Rules (40 
CFR Part 93).  The FY 11-14 TIP is a subset of the currently conforming 2035 Transportation Plan. 
These projects are consistent with the project descriptions and timing reflected in the conforming 
Transportation Plan’s emissions analyses.  The Conformity Determination Report and FY11-14 TIP 
reflect review and comment through the MPO’s interagency consultation and public involvement 
processes.   
 
The MPO’s public involvement activities are guided by the MATS adopted Public Involvement 
Process.  Comments received as a result of this Process are considered through the MATS planning 
process.  A copy of the adopted Public Involvement Process is available from the MPO.  
 
In terms of the structure of the TIP, Chapter 1 of the document contains an index of the TIP road 
projects listed alphabetically as well as a map showing the location of the projects. Chapter 2 
contains an introduction that explains the content and structure of the TIP. The third chapter presents 
the program changes in terms of projects that have been completed or that are currently under 
construction.  
 
The funding plan for the TIP is presented in Chapter 4 of the document. This section shows the 
expenditures for each project classified by funding category. According to federal regulations, the 
TIP must be financially constrained. Chapter 5 contains the individual project worksheets and 
includes a description of each project as well as the funding amounts for each year according to the  
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applicable project phase. The transit section is contained in Chapter 6 of the TIP. This chapter 
contains the capital items as well as the operating amounts for the Macon Transit Authority for FY 
2011-14. Chapters 7 and 8 contain the improvements that are scheduled for the Middle Georgia 
Regional Airport and the Macon Downtown airport for the next four years. Finally, the public 
review process for the TIP is explained in the appendix of the document as well as the MATS 
certification and amendment process.    
 
In terms of funding, the cost of the projects in the TIP must be equal to the estimated funding 
available to complete the projects. The available funds include federal, state and local sources. The 
table on the following page contains the expected highway funds for the State Transportation 
Improvement Program for FY 2011-14 for Macon. The expenditures are classified according to 
funding components which is the first column on the left of the table. A description of the funding 
components are contained below. 
 
 

1. National Highway System (NHS) – This program provides funding for improvements to 
rural and urban roads that are part of the NHS. 

 
2. Highway Bridge Program (Bridge) – The provides funding to enable states to improve the  

condition of their highway bridges through replacement and rehabilitation. 
 

3. Surface Transportation Program (STP) – This allows for funding that may be used for 
projects on any federal aid highway, including NHS and bridge projects.  

 
      4.  Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) – This particular program provides funding
 for projects in air quality nonattainment and maintenance areas that reduce transportation  
   related emissions. 
 

5. Earmarked Projects (Earmark) -  These are projects that have been designated by  
Congress for funding. 

 
6. High Priority Projects (HPP) – These are projects that have been designated as significant or 

important projects by the MATS Committees. 
 

7. Interstate Maintenance (IM) – This program provides funding for resurfacing, rehabilitation  
and reconstructing the routes on the Interstate System. 

 
8. Safe Routes to School (SRS) – This program enables and encourages children to walk and  

bicycle to school. 
 

9. Highway Safety Projects (SFT) – This provides funding for projects in order to improve    
      safety and reduce injuries on public roads.          
 
10. Department of Natural Resources (DNR) – These are projects that are sponsored  

by DNR.
