Purpose

The purpose of this statement is to show that the Macon-Bibb County Transit Authority has the financial 
capacity to complete the schedule of projects which are contained in the Transportation Improvement 
 Program for the next four years.  This statement is required by the FTA in order to verify that the transit 
operator has the financial capability to complete the projects for which federal assistance is being 
requested.

Scope

The FTA circular requires that this section address two areas of financial capacity.  These are the financial
condition and capability of the Transit Authority.  This statement includes all of the funding sources 
for the Transit Authority.

Financial Condition

The Macon-Bibb County Transit Authority went into operation on May 1, 1981 when the City of Macon 
transferred the entire operation of the transit system to them. Currently, the city and county provide funding for 
operating and capital costs.   Overall, federal,state, and local funding, as well as, system revenues cover the 
operating and capital costs of the Transit Authority.  The Transit Authority first applied for federal assistance in 
FY 2000.

At the end of the fiscal year, an audit was performed at the Macon-Bibb County Transit Authority.  
The independent audit found that the system is within its operating budget and that the budget was fully 
funded.  The operating and capital funding information is presented below.

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PUBLIC REVIEW PERIOD 
 
 

A 30 day public review period for the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) was held. 
A legal ad was placed in the newspaper to announce the public review period. In addition, the 
public notice was placed on the MPO website along with the TIP document. The following 
comments were received as a result of the public review period and they contain the MPO 
staff responses to the comments. 
 
 
1.  Comment: This TIP reflects a lack of authentic public participation in the design process. 
Proforma meetings are held and substantive criticisms from the community are advanced, 
yet this rarely results in changes to the plans or new proposals for alternatives. This continues 
to be a serious problem in the overall transportation planning process in Bibb Co. This is 
not a new assessment, however it is never addressed. It is unfortunate that I find it 
appropriate to include this comment year after year. There are serious flaws in the basic 
structure of transportation planning in this MPO. It is never clear who initiates projects or 
why. Unless we have open and transparent planning we will not grow with the will of the 
community and we will waste tax dollars. We should plan on a regional level and we should 
look at the prioritization process that was initiated by GDOT, but made public, that should 
help rank how we spend scarce transportation dollars. 
 
Response: The guidelines outlined in the MATS Public Participation Plan were followed 
in the development of the TIP document. In addition, public hearings were held by the Road 
Improvement Program in designing specific road projects. The MATS transportation 
planning process has been certified as meeting all state and federal requirements.  
    
 
2.  Comment:  Bike/Pedestrain projects 
I am very pleased to see the inclusion of all of the bike/ped projects in this 
TIP. I hope that when we get to the design process that they will include authentic input 
from the neighborhoods through which they run. 
 
Response: Public meetings were held by the Road Improvement Program in order to discuss 
the design of the proposed bikeways that are a part of the TIP. 
 
  
3.  Comment: Sound Barriers on 1-75 in Southern Bibb Co. 
This project should be added to the TIP to allow it to be put in line for future funding. 
Because it is not a part of a widening project, it is considered as a stand alone project and 
must have a separate listing. Sound barriers should be included on all projects that require 
them regardless of funding constraints. This is extremely important to the citizens who live 
near them. 
 
Response:  Before sound barriers can be included in the TIP, some type of funding source 
will have to be identified. 
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4.  Comment: 1-16/I-75 Interchange (and related projects) 
This project could be the poster child for mismanagement of the public participation 
process. A stakeholder's meeting was held after repeated requests from the community, 
and several new even more damaging proposals were unveiled by GDOT. There is great 
concern in the community that the governor has placed this project on the "fast track". 
Members of city council, national and local historical societies, neighborhood groups, 
and citizens from all over the county have expressed dismay at the changes that have 
been proposed for this intersection. The irreparable damage to the riverwalk has been 
ignored in the proposed plan. We should not rush into any project until we have a 
workable proposal that has been developed with the community. This project should be 
evaluated along with the possible river crossings at the EPE/FLF. We should conserve 
tax dollars by not overbuilding any of these interrelated projects. 
 
Response: The Georgia D.O.T. and FHWA are aware of the comments and concerns 
regarding this project.  This is an interstate project which will be required to meet all 
interstate design standards.  
  
 
5.  Comment: ATMS Maintenance and operation 
This project has the potential to be one of the most important allocation of transportation 
dollars in the TIP. However, the benefits have been less than clear to citizens, and some 
of the functions that have been detailed as impossible for our ATMS are possible in other 
systems in other cities. The excuse given is that downtown Macon is a grid (other lights 
are not a part of the system at this time.) Is this inability to have this system work 
effectively due to a faulty choice in the system software, or is it due to a lack of training 
on the part of the operators? Priority should be given to implementing ATMS throughout 
the MPO. Planning for all projects that will connect to the ATMS should include 
reference to any improvements in traffic flow through intersections and reductions in 
congestion that will come when this system is fully functional. To date, planning 
throughout the MPO has not shown the inclusion of such information in the purpose and 
need, and evaluation and design of projects. If we can improve congestion and safety 
with proper timing of lights then we should not increase capacity on any roadway. If we 
don't evaluate this option then we will never know if we can save tax dollars by avoiding 
construction of new projects and the future maintenance of these projects. We have 
invested millions of tax dollars in this project -let's truly integrate it into plans for the 
system and use it to its fullest potential. 
 
Response: ATMS Maintenance and operation projects are not included in the TIP for FY 
2009-13. 
 
 
6.  Comment:   Vineville Avenue 
The description of this project as "Widen Vineville Ave from Pio Nono to Forest Hill Rd. 
from 3 to 4 to lanes with turn lanes as needed" precludes an examination of 
alternatives to this project. Why? The corridor study should be comprehensive in scope. 
This description arbitrarily limits alternatives. This problem has existed for many 
decades, and although a solution is needed, it should be examined in a holistic and 
creative way. Priority must be given to one our thriving small business communities 
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along this road. Opportunities exist to expand business opportunities with creative 
alternatives to this project. 
 
Response: The Vineville Avenue project is not in the TIP for FY 2009-13. However, at one 
time a study was proposed for this project and a consultant was selected. However, the 
contract was never signed due to the current budget problems. 
 
 
 
7.  Comment: Wesleyan Dr. 
Residents along Wesleyan Dr. were promised that plans for intersection changes would 
be brought back for public comment and inspection. This has not happened. Before any 
work proceeds on this project the plans should be made public. 
 
Response: This project is no longer in the TIP document. 
 
 
 
8.  Comment:  Transit 
Once again we see that despite demand for increased routes and hours, we are only 
replacing buses, not adding to our fleet. Transit is not given the attention and funding it 
deserves in this community. We need to begin to plan for the future now and take into 
consideration the aging of the population in our community. As the baby boom cohort 
reaches retirement age we should plan for their mobility in the transit section of our TIP. 
All new buses should be clean energy buses. 
 
Response: Additional funding is needed to expand the operations and to increase the size of 
the fleet. The increase in operating costs and a reduction in revenues are preventing transit 
from being expanded.  
 
 
9.  Comment: Second St @Norfolk and Southern RR 
This project has the potential to seriously impact the neighborhood. Plans must be clear, 
i. e. drawings should show elevations that detail height and scale, and the community 
must understand full impact to each affected property owner in the area. Plans for this 
project must be developed with the assistance of the surrounding neighborhood and 
should include an evaluation that shows how it will affect the Beall's Hill plans. Is this 
project necessary? Its genesis was a repaving project. Just because there is an earmark 
for federal funds does not mean that we need to spend it, particularly when the potential 
for local harm is so great. A million here and a million there is the way to start cutting 
out pork 
 
Response: This project is not contained in the TIP because it has been moved out to long 
range.  This was originally in the TIP only because there was an earmark for this bridge.  A 
concept has not been fully developed and approved.  There is currently no other funding 
other than the earmark for the bridge.  
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10.  Comment:  Forest Hill Rd. and Northwest Parkway 
These projects should be considered together. Plans for both of these projects will 
severely impact the surrounding neighborhoods. The community has advanced 
substantive objections to both the plans and the planning process for many years. To 
date, none of these challenges have been adequately addressed. Neither of these projects 
should advance as designed. This project is over-built and will place financial and 
environmental strains on the community. Alternatives have been developed by PE 
consultant hired by the community. New alternatives advanced by the community should 
be drawn and put out for public comment. These projects should be viewed as an 
opportunity for GDOT, RIP, and FHWA to work collaboratively to develop an 
acceptable plan. The opposition to this project has not abated, in fact, many members of 
the community think that the project has been abandoned. They are amazed when they 
hear that plans are progressing. The CAC serves as the eyes and ears in the community, 
and because there are no updates or releases of information, the public is not aware of the 
status of this and other projects. The EJ concerns from this project have never been 
addressed. The road should be returned to local control and the shoulders paved at the 
intersections. Almost all of the problems with this road can be addressed by minor fixes 
to the intersections. 
 
Response: Neither of these projects are contained in the current TIP update.  However, each 
of these projects while interrelated have merit on their own.  They each have logical termini. 
Also, each project whether built as a whole or separate improve the operation of the network.  
This is not a segmentation of a project as is being suggested with these comments.  
 
 
 
11.  Comment:  Western Loop 
Evaluation of this project must include authentic participation from the citizens. To 
date, plans that have been advanced are over-built and have not included citizen 
concerns. A full explanation of what the "loop" is should be given to the community. As 
presented, this is a series of linear projects. In the CAC meeting in March of2005, after 
many years of denial, a GDOT official made reference to a planned perimeter road 
around Macon that included the Western Loop. It is time for an honest discussion about 
plans for a perimeter road. Denial on one hand and conformation on another do not build 
trust. The community desires and deserves a full explanation of these projects. This is a 
perfect example of the kinds of back-room discussions that have held back our 
community for years. Good and transparent government must permeate every level of 
our community if we are to prosper. This project represents an opportunity to do things 
right for once. 
 
Response: This project is not in the current TIP update. However, there has never been any 
formal proposal for a perimeter road that has been officially adopted by MATS.  
 
 
12.  Comment:  Lump Sum Items 
There should be a list of these projects in the TIP. This represents a huge sum of money, 
but the citizens have no way of commenting on and following the expenditure of these 
tax dollars unless they know what the projects are. There has been much concern in this 
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community about the expenditure of tax dollars on consultants and for other kinds of 
services, and the taxpayers want transparency in their government. Some of these 
projects have serious impact on the community, such as the lighting project on 1-16, 
which has been opposed by the NPS and historic preservation groups. Other projects, 
such as improvements to the riverwalk have broad community support. Please include a 
list of the projects. 
 
Response: This is done to provide GDOT with some flexibility to do some projects as they 
are proposed.  As projects are developed, these will be presented to the MATS Committees.   
 
 
13.  Comment: South Downtown Connector Phase II and Edgewood Ave Extension 
The CAC and the community have endorsed the plan that improves the existing 2 lane 
road and keeps the footprint within existing ROW. Models show no need for 
additional capacity between now and 2030. The Edgewood Ave Ext. has been listed as a 
part of the SDC in the past, but now it is separate. Why? These projects have no 
independent utility and should be considered together. The project that was endorsed by 
the CAC and the neighborhood should be implemented – if any changes are made at all. 
This plan is sensitive to the serious EJ concerns that have been brought forward by the 
affected community. 
 
Response: Funding for both of these projects was reallocated to another project and neither 
of these projects are in the TIP.  
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
